BLINDNESS AND VISUAL IMPAIRMENT WORLDWIDE:

THE CLIENTS

In 1991, a study by *Ian Bruce, of the RNIB in the UK, stated that the official figures for blindness and partial sight in any developed countries of the world are likely to have been considerably underestimated. In the UK, he concluded that there were likely to be 700 blind and 1,100 partially sighted people for every 100,000 of the population, four times as many as had been previously estimated.

In underdeveloped and developing countries, available figures are not always up to date or reliable. Generally, it has been considered that ten percent of the population of these countries is affected by some kind of visual impairment or blindness.

In developed countries, the majority of people who are visually impaired/blind, are over the age of 60. In underdeveloped countries, these numbers are spread over the whole age range.

When providing Christian services, it is not only age that needs to be taken into consideration. In underdeveloped or developing countries, there are many factors which affect the potential recipients. Literacy is one factor; literacy in a metropolitan language, in a mother tongue, in braille. Where a person is literate in one language and in braille, braille literature is an invaluable asset in remote areas of, say, countries of Africa or the Indian sub-continent.

Even braille has its drawbacks. The bulk of it is inhibiting to people who have nowhere to store it. Besides this, it is easily destroyed by extremes of climate and insects. Braille embossed on plastic is more durable, but recipients do not like it because it is hard on the fingers.

Taped materials are much sought in developing countries. However, there are several problems associated with the distribution of these. There are vast areas of country which have no electricity, therefore cassettes are sought for their market value and not for the materials they contain. Tape machines are very expensive, and similarly, may be sought because of their market value. Besides this, tape machines manufactured for sale in developed countries are usually not fitted for the rougher use they are likely to get in parts of the world where life is primitive and possessions are few, basic and strong.

Market research is therefore as important in this field as in any other.

It is funded by grants from CBM and COCIN, by donations from individuals, firms and organisations in Nigeria and overseas, and by money generated from sales, brailler-repair and other activities of the Gindiri Materials Centre (see below).

SERVICE PROVIDED:

A braille lending library of Christian books in English and Hausa, including Bible volumes; preparation of other Christian braille books for sale at a subsidized rate; preparation of Bible study books for the church’s Extension Bible School programme; integration of blind church members into the Bible School classes in the villages.
One-day, and two/three-day conferences/meetings to bring blind and sighted people together for teaching and Christian fellowship; visits to blind people in their homes and places of work. Parents of blind children are encouraged to send their children to local schools; this involves meeting and advising teachers how to cope, and supplying the necessary materials and equipment, and then making regular visits to monitor progress and give any help that may be needed. Basic training in craft and cooking (women) including some mobility and braille training is given. Talks to women’s groups and other church groups, Bible School students, etc. about their part in encouraging, helping and integrating blind people in their communities are given. The programme reaches an area roughly 200 kms around Gindiri.

The AIM is to show God’s love in practical ways to blind people, regardless of ethnic or religious background. This aim is pursued in the following ways:

SERVICE PROVIDED:

(1) Producing braille and talking books in English and Hausa and brailling school and public examinations.
(2) Holding conferences for blind people, their families and friends, and running workshops for their teachers.
(3) Repairing and servicing braille-writing machines.
(4) Being a distribution centre for necessary equipment and materials for blind people from both Nigerian and overseas sources, subsidised where possible.
(5) Visiting blind people and working with them, their families and communities, so as to help them to be fully integrated into all aspects of community life.
(6) Trying to widen the curriculum available to blind students at all educational levels.
The main aim of materials production at the centre is to produce local versions of needed equipment, and to adapt standard equipment for use by blind people. This includes a mathematics/drawing kit for the blind and the adaptation of standard laboratory equipment.

HISTORY:

The organisation started in 1976 when two blind persons, Mr Bitrus Gani Ikilama and Mallam Luka Hayi, with two sighted friends, Dr A.H. Dyson and Professor Peter Asun, felt led to start a cassette ministry for the blind. Originally, the ministry was called `Tape Recording Service for the Blind`. In June, 1979, the name was changed to `Hope for the Blind`. Support comes from local churches and some overseas organisations.

SERVICE PROVIDED:

Since its inception, the organisation has aimed at providing Christ-centred services for both adults and children who are visually-impaired, in the areas of education, information, counselling, consultancy, and sponsorship, within its limited resources.
Textbooks for schools and tertiary institutions as well as the Hausa Bible, hymnbooks, Christian magazines and calendars are brailled. Over a hundred and twenty educational textbooks in many subjects have been recorded on cassette for students at all levels.
An annual national Christian conference for the blind takes place every August during which messages of salvation are preached.
A special rehabilitation centre for newly-blind adults is the latest project of Hope for the Blind. Courses in brailling, typing, daily living, orientation and mobility skills will be offered over periods of from six to eighteen months.

HISTORY:

In 1915, during a time of drought, a black woman had been ordered by her husband to drown their blind child in the Tokwe river because he was a burden to the hard-pressed family. When the wife refused, she was driven away from the home. Eventually she arrived at Chibi Mission in the Masvingo province with her blind son, Dzingai (Chase Away). The two were given a home by the Rev. and Mrs Hugo, missionaries of the Dutch Reformed Church.  Some time later, Mrs Hugo agreed to a suggestion from her husband that she should try and teach the boy braille. Margaretha Hugo’s reply ‘I’ll try!’ has since become the motto of the school, which started in 1927 with one pupil. More blind pupils were rapidly enrolled and the school became government-aided in 1928. In 1939 the school moved to its present site.

Finding very little, they began to produce it themselves in their home. 

The name “Torch” was inherited from Eva and Ada Trench who produced a small Christian magazine with this title from 1931 to 1959. This magazine brought the Heaths into contact with the aging Ada Trench. She asked them to take over the magazine and they did so. She died the same year; 1959. From these beginnings grew the Torch Trust of today that still majors on accessible Christian literature and fellowship for blind and partially sighted people.
