2 Kings 6:8-22 (NRSVA)
The Aramean Attack Is Thwarted

Once when the king of Aram was at war with Israel, he8
took counsel with his officers. He said, “At such and such
a place shall be my camp.” But the man of God sent9
word to the king of Israel, “Take care not to pass this
place, because the Arameans are going down there.”
The king of Israel sent word to the place of which the10

man of God spoke. More than once or twice he warned
such a place so that it was on the alert.

The mind of the king of Aram was greatly perturbed11
because of this; he called his officers and said to them,
“Now tell me who among us sides with the king of
Israel?” Then one of his officers said, “No one, my lord12
king. It is Elisha, the prophet in Israel, who tells the king
of Israel the words that you speak in your bedchamber.”
He said, “Go and find where he is; I will send and seize13

him.” He was told, “He is in Dothan.” So he sent horses14
and chariots there and a great army; they came by night,
and surrounded the city.

When an attendant of the man of God rose early in the15
morning and went out, an army with horses and chariots
was all around the city. His servant said, “Alas, master!
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What shall we do?” He replied, “Do not be afraid, for16
there are more with us than there are with them.” Then17
Elisha prayed: “O Lord, please open his eyes that he may
see.” So the Lord opened the eyes of the servant, and he
saw; the mountain was full of horses and chariots of fire
all around Elisha. When the Arameans came down18
against him, Elisha prayed to the Lord, and said, “Strike
this people, please, with blindness.” So he struck them
with blindness as Elisha had asked. Elisha said to them,19

“Get
up, he is calling you.”

So he threw off his cloak, jumped up, and came to Jesus.50

“What do you want me to do for you?” Jesus asked him.51

“Teacher,” the blind man answered, “I want to see again.”

“Go,” Jesus told him, “your faith has made you well.”52

At once he was able to see and followed Jesus on the road.
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2 Kings 6:8-22 (MSG)
One time when the king of Aram was at war with Israel,8

after consulting with his officers, he said, “At such and
such a place I want an ambush set.” The Holy Man sent9
a message to the king of Israel: “Watch out when you’re
passing this place, because Aram has set an ambush
there.” So the king of Israel sent word concerning the10
place of which the Holy Man had warned him.

This kind of thing happened all the time.

The king of Aram was furious over all this. He called his11
officers together and said, “Tell me, who is leaking
information to the king of Israel? Who is the spy in our
ranks?” But one of his men said, “No, my master, dear12
king. It’s not any of us. It’s Elisha the prophet in Israel.
He tells the king of Israel everything you say, even what
you whisper in your bedroom.” The king said, “Go and13
find out where he is. I’ll send someone and capture him.”

The report came back, “He’s in Dothan.”

Then he dispatched horses and chariots, an impressive14
fighting force. They came by night and surrounded the
city. Early in the morning a servant of the Holy Man got15
up and went out. Surprise! Horses and chariots
surrounding the city! The young man exclaimed, “Oh,
master! What shall we do?” He said, “Don’t worry about16
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it—there are more on our side than on their side.” Then17
Elisha prayed, “O God, open his eyes and let him see.”

The eyes of the young man were opened and he saw. A
wonder! The whole mountainside full of horses and
chariots of fire surrounding Elisha!

When the Arameans attacked, Elisha prayed to God,18
“Strike these people blind!” And God struck them blind,
just as Elisha said. Then Elisha called out to them, “Not19
that way! Not this city! Follow me and I’ll lead you to the
man you’re looking for.” And he led them into Samaria.
As they entered the city, Elisha prayed, “O God, open20

their eyes so they can see where they are.” God opened
their eyes. They looked around—they were trapped in
Samaria! When the king of Israel saw them, he said to21
Elisha, “Father, shall I massacre the lot?” “Not on your22
life!” said Elisha. “You didn’t lift a hand to capture them,
and now you’re going to kill them? No sir, make a feast
for them and send them back to their master.”

Psalm 40 (MSG)
I waited and waited and waited for God. At last he1-3

looked; finally he listened. He lifted me out of the ditch,
pulled me from deep mud. He stood me up on a solid rock
to make sure I wouldn’t slip. He taught me how to sing
the latest God-song, a praise-song to our God. More and
more people are seeing this: they enter the mystery,
abandoning themselves to God.

Blessed are you who give yourselves over to God, turn4-5
your backs on the world’s ‘sure thing,’ ignore what the
world worships; The world’s a huge stockpile of
God-wonders and God-thoughts. Nothing and no one
compares to you! I start talking about you, telling what
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I know, and quickly run out of words. Neither numbers
nor words account for you.

Doing something for you, bringing something to6
you—that’s not what you’re after. Being religious, acting
pious—that’s not what you’re asking for. You’ve opened
my ears so I can listen.

So I answered, “I’m coming. I read in your letter what7-8
you wrote about me, And I’m coming to the party you’re
throwing for me.” That’s when God’s Word entered my
life, became part of my very being.

I’ve preached you to the whole congregation, I’ve kept9-10
back nothing, God—you know that. I didn’t keep the news
of your ways a secret, didn’t keep it to myself. I told it all,
how dependable you are, how thorough. I didn’t hold back
pieces of love and truth For myself alone. I told it all, let
the congregation know the whole story.

Now God, don’t hold out on me, don’t hold back your11-12
passion. Your love and truth are all that keeps me
together. When troubles ganged up on me, a mob of sins
past counting, I was so swamped by guilt I couldn’t see
my way clear. More guilt in my heart than hair on my
head, so heavy the guilt that my heart gave out.

Soften up, God, and intervene; hurry and get me some13-15
help, So those who are trying to kidnap my soul will be
embarrassed and lose face, So anyone who gets a kick out
of making me miserable will be heckled and disgraced, So
those who pray for my ruin will be booed and jeered
without mercy.

But all who are hunting for you—oh, let them sing and16-17
be happy. Let those who know what you’re all about tell
the world you’re great and not quitting. And me? I’m
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a mess. I’m nothing and have nothing: make something of
me. You can do it; you’ve got what it takes—but God,
don’t put it off.

1 Corinthians 12:4-11 (MSG)
God’s various gifts are handed out everywhere; but they
all originate in God’s Spirit. God’s various ministries are
carried out everywhere; but they all originate in God’s
Spirit. God’s various expressions of power are in action
everywhere; but God himself is behind it all. Each person
is given something to do that shows who God is: Everyone
gets in on it, everyone benefits. All kinds of things are
handed out by the Spirit, and to all kinds of people! The
variety is wonderful:

• wise counsel

• clear understanding

• simple trust

• healing the sick

• miraculous acts

• proclamation

• distinguishing between spirits

• tongues

• interpretation of tongues.

All these gifts have a common origin, but are handed out
one by one by the one Spirit of God. He decides who gets
what, and when.

Day 8: Morning Prayer
Expectans expectavi

O Lord my God, great are the wondrous works which6
thou hast done, like as be also thy thoughts which are to
us-ward: and yet there is no man that ordereth them unto
thee.

If I should declare them, and speak of them: they7
should be more than I am able to express.

Sacrifice and meat-offering thou wouldest not: but mine8
ears hast thou opened.

Burnt-offerings, and sacrifice for sin, hast thou not9
required: then said I, Lo, I come,

In the volume of the book it is written of me, that10
I should fulfil thy will, O my God: I am content to do it;
yea, thy law is within my heart.

I have declared thy righteousness in the great11
congregation: lo, I will not refrain my lips, O Lord, and
that thou knowest.

I have not hid thy righteousness within my heart: my12
talk hath been of thy truth and of thy salvation.

I have not kept back thy loving mercy and truth: from13
the great congregation.

Withdraw not thou thy mercy from me, O Lord: let thy14
loving-kindness and thy truth alway preserve me.

For innumerable troubles are come about me; my sins15
have taken such hold upon me that I am not able to look
up: yea, they are more in number than the hairs of my
head, and my heart hath failed me.
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O Lord, let it be thy pleasure to deliver me: make haste,16
O Lord, to help me.

Let them be ashamed and confounded together, that17
seek after my soul to destroy it: let them be driven
backward and put to rebuke, that wish me evil.

Let them be desolate, and rewarded with shame: that18
say unto me, Fie upon thee, fie upon thee.

Let all those that seek thee be joyful and glad in thee:19
and let such as love thy salvation say alway, The Lord be
praised.

As for me, I am poor and needy: but the Lord careth for20
me.

Thou art my helper and redeemer: make no long21
tarrying, O my God.

Glory be to the Father, and to the Son: and to the Holy
Ghost; as it was in the beginning, is now, and ever shall
be: world without end. Amen.
